RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR

RECOGNITION AND AFFILIATION OF AN INSTITUTE

(Last Modified on 29th October, 2005)
 1. The institute seeking affiliation/recognition from AIIMT has to apply in the letter-head. A self-evaluation form to be filled up by the applicant institute and an inspection team will visit the institute for physical verification. Each applicant institute has to pay an inspection fee of Rs.10,000/-. On the basis of the inspection report the institute may be recognized/affiliated by AIIMT. The host institute has to borne the TA DA boarding and lodging of the inspectors.   

2. The recognized/affiliated institute should have well equipped separate arrangement for each discipline i.e. Haematology, Microbiology, Histology, Clinical Pathology and Biochemistry, X-Ray, ECG etc.

 3. The teachers for theoretical lectures should have qualification not less than MBBS with Speciality in Pathology/Radiology or highly qualified MT and Practical instructors must be B.Sc. DMLT/DMRT with 5 years experience in the subject concern. 

 4. The minimum qualification for admission in the Diploma courses (i.e. MLT, X-ray & ECG) shall be HS (10+2) Sciences or equivalent. The candidates for PG Diploma must have completed graduation in science stream. Official language for Correspondence and examination shall be English. Class 10 pass may be admitted for certificate course only.

 5. The library should be well equipped with the latest publication of MT books.

 6. The intake capacity of students shall be recommended by AIIMT after physical verification of the institute.

 7. The recognized institute will provide AIIMT a detail class schedule for both theoretical and practical classes including holidays and vacation.

 8. The recognized/affiliated institute have to declare (in the prescribed form) that they will abide by all the rules and regulations of AIIMT in connection with MT courses.

 9. AIIMT has every right to cancel or withdraw recognition of any affiliated/recognized institute with one-month notice.

10. The recognized or affiliated institute has to pay AIIMT per student for one year CMLT/DMLT/DMRT/ECG courses, are as follows:-

 AIIMT will conduct the annual examination of the recognized institutes with the AIIMT faculty i.e. conducting of theory and practical examinations, setting of question papers and evaluation of answer sheets will be done by the faculty of AIIMT. And certificate will be issued to the successful candidates only.

12. The recognized/affiliated institute has to borne the cost of 1st Class TA, DA boarding and lodging of the inspectors/examiners during their stay at the institute.

13. All the affiliated/recognized institutes have to submit Membership form and Registration forms of the students along with fees within 30th April of every academic session.

14. All recognized/affiliated institutes have to submit their self-evaluation to AIIMT in the beginning of each academic session. 

15. It is binding to all candidates who will appear in the AIIMT examination to become the student member of AIIMT. Otherwise they will not be allowed to appear in the examination. 

16. Except conducting of examination and issuing to certificate, AIIMT has no liabilities of the affiliated/recognized institute.

17. All the affiliated and recognized institutes have to apply for renewal of their affiliation with a renewal fee of Rs.1000/- for each year of extension before expire of their recognition. Otherwise their affiliation and recognition will be treated as cancelled.

18. All legal matters against AIIMT will be settled in Kolkata High Court/Lower Courts. It is binding for affiliated/recognized institutes and their students.
